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48th Annual Alaska Press Club Awards

It's hard to believe the Alaska Press Club Contest has been going on for almost a half
acentury. Back when it all began, Alaska was a pretty remote place to be a reporter.
The contest’s founders hoped that by recognizing excellence, Alaska would evolve
from ajournalism backwater into a new frontier for great story telling.

Some of their dreams have been realized. Just look at the number of national compe-
titions Alaska news organi zations have won. Pulitizers. Edward R. Murrow Awards.
Not once, but twice. Also, look at National Public Radio, network television, and big
city newspapers. Alaska alumnists abound.

So what makes Alaska such fertile ground? Good journalism begins with high expec-
tations. And the Press Club’s contest plays arole in creating the environment for
achieving high standards. Competition between newsrooms and even within a news-
room is a healthy thing. How does your work stack up against your colleagues' ?
True, it doesn’t hurt the old resume to collect a few awards. And some good reporters
will admit deep down that winning an award has made a difference in their careers.
Some say their bosses take notice and develop a sudden appreciation for their work.
Or it spurs them on to bigger challenges. Sometimesiit's validating to know that
someone else, maybe not your boss, but someone in a bigger market, thinks you're a
standout. Also, it doesn't hurt to have your work out there circulating. News directors
and editors, who have served as judges, have been known to call contest entrants and
offer them jobs or tell other news organizations about work they’ ve seen in a contest.

However, if year after year, you aren’t winning, then maybe you better take a closer
look at the stories of the perennial press club winners. Maybe you need to spend more
time at Journalism Week soul searching and recharging your passion for your work.
And if you grow from this experience, then you really win.

And while we're on the subject, JWeek is another good reason to enter the contest
and become a dues-paying member of the Alaska Press Club. Proceeds go to support
JWeek.

On the average, it costs about $15,000 to $20,000 to put on this annual career devel-
opment program. All it costs you to attend is membership in the Alaska Press Club.
For $25 in dues you get to attend seminars that might cost you as much as $500 down
in the Lower 48. From nationally known writing and voice coaches to virtuoso inves-
tigative journalists, the Press Club has attracted some of the best in the businessto J
Week. Some of the draw is the cachet of coming to Alaska, but there’'s also a genuine
interest in the fine work we do here and some of the unique challenges we face.

Many reporters who are new to Alaska have no idea what is offered in their own
backyard. Otherwise they’ d take more advantage of J-Week. The contest is a good
excuse to get managers to pay for your membership. It doesn’t hurt the image of a

2001 Alaska Press Club Contest

For Excellence In Journalism
The Rules

1. All entrants must live in Alaska or have lived in Alaska during 2001.
2. Entrants need not be members of the Alaska Press Club.

3. All entries must be original work broadcast or published in 2001, in Alaska or
Outside publications.

4. |ngtitutions or companies that sponsor group entries must list the name of each
person in the group.

5. Each entry may be entered in only one category except where noted. There is no
limit on the number of different entriesin a category by an entrant.

6. The entrant is responsible for selecting the proper category, but the awards com-
mittee may reassign any entry.

7. All entries must be submitted as they were published or broadcast. Photocopies
of print entries are acceptable.

8. All entries must have been prepared for a bona fide news purpose. Entries may
not have been commissioned by or paid for by the subject of the entry or by
anyone other than a bona fide news outlet, as determined by the board of the
Alaska Press Club. In-kind support of a news report (i.e. aride in an airplane to
the site of a crash) does not make an entry ineligible.

9. Each entry must be accompanied by:
a) Entry form. Originals or photocopies are acceptable.

b) Entry fee, as follows: Press Club members, $8 per entry. Non-members and all
organizations or institutions, $15. Note: Each individual in a group entry must be
amember or the fee is $15. Make checks payable to the Alaska Press Club. DO
NOT MAIL CASH.

10. The Alaska Press Club is a volunteer organization that runs the awards competi-
tion as a public service. The decision of the Alaska Press Club in any dispute
concerning entries isfinal. All entrants and sponsors agree to hold the Alaska
Press Club harmless from liability for any decision made in connection with the
awards competition.

11. Entry must be submitted in the medium for which it was created.

ENTRY FORMAT

1. Print entry submissions should be full-page tearsheets or photocopies of the rel-
evant part of the page, showing the publication name and date, with the entry form
attached. A diagonal line should be drawn through all articles on the tearsheet that
are not being entered. Entries consisting of more than one tearsheet should be clearly
numbered in alabeled in sequence, for example, “1 of 3" and “2 of 3" with “end” on
the final tearsheet.

2. All radio entries must be submitted on standard audio cassettes with each tape
labeled separately. Do not use Dolby or other noise reduction on entries. Each televi-
sion entry must be on aVVHS tape. Anchor intros, either audio/video or print, are
optional, except where noted. Each radio and television entry must be on a separate
tape except where noted. The entry form should be folded around the tapes with
information outside and secured with a rubber band.

3. Photo entry submissions should be full-page tearsheets wiith the entry form at-
tached. Entries must be clearly labeled. Entries consisting of more than one photo-
graph should be numbered in sequence, as with print entries above.

4. In all categories, entries shall consist of a single story unless otherwise note
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Each entry should list both a category
number and classification letter. It is per-
missible for anondaily publication to
enter in the daily category, but a daily
may not compete in the nondaily classifi-
cation.

Magazines may compete in only the daily
category. In al cases, the term “ story”
may include amain story and associated
sidebars, all relating to the same event
and all-appearing together as a package in
asingle edition. A story submitted as part
of a series or comprehensive coverage
may be entered by itself in other catego-
ries.

A) Daily newspapers— those published
at least five times aweek and maga-
zines;

B) Nondailies— those published fewer
than five days a week.
